SEASON FROM THE CITY OF HAWARDEN 

MAYOR , COUNCIL AND STAFF 
Snow Parking Ordinance 

 With the change of the seasons upon us, the Hawarden Police Department would like to remind 

the citizens of Hawarden of the winter parking rules. The Hawarden Municipal Code states  ―no person 

shall park, abandon, or leave unattended any vehicle on any public street, alley, or city-owned off street 

parking area through the duration of any snowfall, snowstorm, or ice storm, and the twelve hour period 

after the cessation of the same, except upon streets which have been fully opened.‖ 

 The reason this is in effect is so the city crews can clean all of the streets without any vehicles 

obstructing the streets. Failure to remove vehicles from the streets will result in a parking ticket being 

issued to the vehicle owner with a fine of $20.00.   There is also the possibility of the vehicle being towed 

at the owner’s expense.  

 The Hawarden Police Department recommends that all vehicle owners make plans early on where 

they will park their vehicles so there is not a problem at the last minute. The vehicles can be parked back on 

the roadway only if the street is cleared from curb to curb. If there is an emergency, and the vehicle cannot 

possibly be moved, the owner should contact the police department so we can make appropriate 

arrangements.  

 

WINTER SIDEWALK REQUIREMENTS 
 The Hawarden Police Department would like to remind all residents that they are required to 

remove all snow or ice buildup on their sidewalks.  City Codes state, ―It shall be the duty of the owner of 

each building and lot in the City fronting upon any street or sidewalk, which is concrete or other material, 

or the owner of any unoccupied lot fronting a sidewalk, to keep the sidewalks in front of his or her building 

or lot clear of the natural accumulation of snow and ice within the period of 18 hours after the accumulation 

thereof upon the sidewalk.‖ 

 Currently if the owner of the property fails to comply with this Code it can be handled in two 

ways.  The first way is for the Superintendent of Public Works to have the snow or ice removed from the 

sidewalks without notice to the property owners and the cost of doing so is billed to the property owner of 

record and as a tax lien on property if unpaid.  The second way is for the Police Department to issue a 

Municipal Infraction Citation to the owner of record with a fine of $50.00 for the first offense, $100.00 for 

the second offense, and $250.00 for the third and subsequent offenses.  Each day the snow or ice is allowed 

to remain on the sidewalks is considered a separate and subsequent offense. 

 If anyone has questions about this ordinance or would like to report a violation of this section, 

please call the Hawarden Police Department. 

 

Police Urge Motorists to use Caution 

In order to address the safety of our citizens who are shopping in the downtown area, the Hawarden Police 

Department would like to remind all drivers to use caution when traveling on Main Street. 

The police department has received several complaints about drivers making mid-block left turns 

into parking spaces. Hawarden Municipal Code section 64.03 makes it unlawful for any driver to make a 

left hand turn into a parking space on Central Avenue between 7
th

 Street and 10
th

 Street.  Violation of this 

code section could result in the driver receiving a citation and having to pay a fine of up to $100.00 plus 



court costs. 

Making a mid-block left turn increases the chances of an automobile accident occurring. Many 

times when a driver attempts to turn into a parking space on the opposite side of the street, it is done 

abruptly and without regard to the other vehicles which may be backing out of a parking space, behind the 

turning vehicle, or coming towards the turning vehicle. 

The other item the police department would like to make people aware of is that a driver of a 

motor vehicle has to yield the right of way to a pedestrian who is crossing the street within any marked 

crosswalk or unmarked crosswalk at an intersection. Iowa Code Chapter 321.327 states ―where traffic 

control signals are not in place the driver of a motor vehicle shall yield the right of way, slowing down or 

stopping if need be to yield to a pedestrian crossing the roadway within any marked crosswalk or within 

any unmarked crosswalk at an intersection.‖ Violation of this code section is punishable by a fine of 

$100.00 plus court cost and surcharge. 

It is the goal of the Hawarden Police Department to try and prevent accidents and injuries within 

our community making Hawarden a safe place to live, shop, and visit. The Hawarden Police Department is 

asking for everyone’s cooperation and assistance in dealing with these problems. 

 

Preparing For High Energy Costs — Energy Saving Measures 
There are several options, many very simple, to be more efficient in your use of natural gas and electricity 

to help hold down the cost of your energy bills. Lowcost or no cost ideas: 

 Reset thermostats to a few degrees cooler in the winter, 

 Turn off unnecessary lights and appliances, 

 Replace incandescent lights with compact fluorescents, 

 Change furnace filters often, 

 Lower hot water heater temperature to a reasonable setting, 

 Keep obstructions away from heat and cooling registers, 

 Weather seal doors and windows    

 Open or close doors, windows, and drapes effectively  

 

Save Money With These Ten Energy Saving Tips 
Install a programmable setback thermostat to conveniently and effectively control heating costs without 

sacrificing comfort. Lower the temperature setting at night and when you are not home. 

Check your furnace filter frequently and replace or clean it as needed. A dirty furnace filter can drive up the 

cost of heating your home. 

Add a humidifier – either on your furnace or as a separate unit. It can help control heating costs, because 

moist air feels warmer. 

Adjust register openings to keep various rooms of your home at the desired temperature. Remember heat 

rises, so you may want to partially close upstairs registers. 

Use draperies, blinds, curtains or shutters on all windows to slow the loss of heat through the glass. Keep 

window coverings open on sunny days to let in the sun’s warmth. Close them to insulate against 

colder air at night. 

Rearrange furniture for winter, placing it next to inside, instead of outside, walls and away from windows. 

Avoid blocking heating registers and air returns with furniture, draperies or carpet. 

Use Kitchen, bath and other ventilating fans sparingly in cold weather. In just one hour, these fans can blow 

away a houseful of warm air. 

If you have ceiling fans, make sure the mountings are snug and tight. Use clear caulking to seal any leaks 

you may find, as even minor cracks around the base can let in lots of cold air. 

Purchase some inexpensive, pre-cut insulation gaskets and seal out the cold air entering your home through 

electrical switches and outlet plates, particularly those on outside walls. 

Closets and cabinets on outside walls can leak a great deal of cold air, so make sure the doors fit snugly and 

keep them tightly closed. 

 

HITEC Customer Notice: 
The Federal Communications Commission (FCC) requires HITEC to notify all customers of their rights to 



restrict the use of their Customer Proprietary Network Information (CPNI).  CPNI is defined as a 

customer’s individual information that relates to the quantity, technical configuration, type, destination and 

amount of use of your telecommunications service, including the information contained in your bill.  CPNI 

does not include your published directory information or any information that is already in the public 

domain, such as your name, address or published telephone number.  CPNI would include information 

about which services you purchase, the amount of your bill or any call detail information.  CPNI can be 

used for certain purposes without your permission such as offering you new or enhanced services that relate 

to the services to which you currently subscribe, law enforcement, directory listings, mass marketing, in-

house mailings, and exchange of customer information for the purpose of inter-carrier billing. 

 

Effective December 8, 2007, HITEC will implement a new procedure to protect the privacy of HITEC 

customer’s information.  A password will be required before any ―call detail information‖ will be released 

during a customer-initiated telephone call. This means before any account information can be given over 

the phone by a HITEC representative the account holder will need to establish a password and will be 

required to provide that password each time the account holder calls in to HITEC.  Ensuring the privacy of 

customer information is very important to us and setting up a password is designed to protect your 

information from those who might try to gain access to it. 

 

Opt- Out Consent for Marketing Communication  HITEC respects your privacy and observes the 

privacy rules established by the FCC, the State Public Utility Commission and other telecom oversight 

agencies.  We will never sell your account information or provide details of your telephone calls to other 

parties, unless required by law enforcement.

PLEASE  KEEP THE ICE OFF METERS 
The City of Hawarden would like to ask for your assistance in keeping the ice and snow off your 

meters.  An accumulation of snow and ice could interfere with good air circulation around the gas 

meter and vent on the gas regulator.  If this happens it may interrupt the supply of natural gas to 

your home or cause other serious problems. 

 

We ask that you use a broom to clear away the snow.  Please do not use a shovel to remove the 

ice and snow build-up or try to melt or chip the ice, as that could damage or break your meter.  

Also, icicles from the roof or gutter that overhang your meter can cause dripping water that can 

freeze and cover the meter. 

 

If your meter does become encased with ice, please call the Public Works Department at 551-

2565 and they can assist you in solving this problem.
