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Here are some tips from the Hawarden
Police Department to make sure all those little
ghosts and goblins enjoy a safe Halloween:

Be sure that at least one adult accompanies children under 10 years of age at all times, with a definite route
and time- table set before leaving for trick-or-treating you're going door-to-door, select a route that has
adequate street lighting.

If darkness falls have a flashlight or chemical glow stick handy, but never candles or torches.

Approach only those houses with outside lights on. Not only are youngsters safer in a well-lighted place,
but they also may be more welcome. Often homeowners who don't wish to participate in the trick-or-treat
ritual leave porch lights off as a signal. Respect their wishes and go on to the next home.

Remember common-sense traffic rules: Stay on sidewalks, walk facing traffic, obey all traffic signals and
cross streets only at intersections or crosswalks.

Plan costumes that are bright and reflective. Place reflective tape on both the front and back of each
costume and trick-or-treat bags for greater visibility.

Use makeup on children's faces rather than allowing them to wear masks, which are hard to see through and
can make breathing difficult.

Be certain that all parts of costumes are flame-retardant, including wigs, beards and capes.

The costume should fit well so that the child can't snag the costume or trip, causing injury. Costumes
should be appropriate for the weather so that trick-or-treaters stay warm, dry and comfortable.

Be certain that no treats are eaten until an adult inspects them, discarding any unwrapped or suspicious-
looking items.

Consider having a Halloween party at home. Each year more safety-conscious groups have Halloween
events planned for youngsters to give them an alternative to trick-or-treating house-to-house.

CALL BEFORE YOU DIG

Whether you own your home, rent it, or are contracting an excavating job, you need to call before
you dig. There is no charge for getting underground lines located. lowa Legislature has enacted statewide
legislation, “Underground Facilities Information”, Chapter 480 of the 21995 Code of lowa, which went
into effect January 1, 1993, making it a state law to call before you dig. With one easy phone call the
underground electric, sewer, water, gas, telephone and cable television lines will be located before digging.
Please call at least 48 hours in advance of any digging because no area will be guaranteed a clearance
without at least a 48-hour notice. If you fail to call before you dig, total liability for any damages will be
yours.

If necessary, a job site meeting can be arranged for locating and coding the work area. Any
digging or excavating work that exposes gas lines must be inspected and tested by the Hawarden
Municipal Utilities, according to federal regulations. Again, there is no charge for locating underground
lines. It is worth your time to call and protect yourself against potential repair costs. So call lowa One Call
at either 811 or 1-800-292-8989 and give your address and a brief description of the work area. Both
phone numbers are toll free. Remember to call at least 48 business hours before any excavation or



digging work is scheduled to begin.

MID-SIOUX OPPORTUNITY, INC. WILL HELP WITH HEATING BILLS

The Low-Income Home Energy Assistance Program (LIHEAP) offered through Mid-Sioux Opportunity,
Inc. may be able to help you pay your winter heating bill. This program is funded through the lowa
Department of Human Rights and has been established to help qualified low-income lowa homeowners and



renters pay for a portion of their primary heating costs.

Your local Mid-Sioux office will be taking applications through April 15, 2008. Each applicant will need
to furnish a social security number for everyone in the household, a copy of their most recent heating,
electric and telephone bill, and proof of the household’s income for the past three months (13 weeks), the
past twelve (12) months, or the most recent calendar year (from the 2006 or 2007 tax return). Eligibility for
participation is established according to the federal income guidelines listed below. All elderly and
disabled households may apply for assistance beginning October 1, 2007 and all other households may
apply beginning November 1, 2007. Applicants eligible for assistance will be paid on a first come, first
served basis, and all payments are subject to availability of funds.

Wage Earners: Please bring copies of your check stubs for the 3-month period preceding the date of
application, or a copy of your federal income tax return.

Fixed Income: This income may include Social Security Benefits, Supplemental Security Income, Family
Investment Program, Veteran’s Assistance, Unemployment Insurance, and pensions. Please bring copies of
your most recent 3 months of check stubs.

Self-Employed/Farmers: Please bring a copy of your most recent federal income tax return.

FIP and SSI Recipients: Your Medicaid number is on your Medicaid card. The numbers needed are
immediately following your name and number in the aid type box.

If you receive alimony or child support, it will also need to be verified.
