3 on 3 Basketball Tournament 

Saturday September 4, 2010 

Rules and Information 

 Divisions are 8&under, 10&under, 12&under, 14&under, 16&under, High School.  All divisions are boys and girls. 

 All divisions will be played on Central Ave. by the city offices except for the High school boys & girls which will be played at French 

Park on 16th St. 

 Teams are made up of 3 to 4 players with 3 players on the court at one time.  All games must start with three players on the court, 

but may finish with only 2. 

 Substitutions are unlimited and are only permitted after a dead ball or made basket. 

 Games will be played to 15 points; winner must win by two, or until 20 minute time limit is up.  Bucket is worth 1pt; behind arc 2pts. 

 The court supervisor will keep time but neither team will know remaining time as to prevent stalling. 

 In case of tie at end of 20 minutes there will be a sudden death playoff.  First team to score wins.  First possession will be 

determined by a coin toss. 

 Free throws will be awarded to the fouled player on or after the 10th team foul.  Fouls will be recorded by the court supervisor. 

 A player who is fouled while shooting and the basket counts will not be awarded a free throw and the ball will change possession. 

 Flagrant or intentional fouls may be called by the court supervisor.  Flagrant or intentional fouls will result in a free throw and 

possession of the ball.  Any player intentionally fouling the shooter to prevent an “easy bucket” is an intentional foul.  Intentional 

and flagrant fouls called are completely at the discretion of the court supervisor. 

 The court supervisor has the right to remove any player or spectator from the court or surrounding area.  Unsportsmanlike conduct 

will not be tolerated. 

 Players in the 16 & under and High School division will call their own fouls, however if things begin to get out of hand the court 

supervisor may step in to ref.  All disputes will be handled by the court supervisor and the court supervisor’s word is final. 

 All 8&under, 10&under, 12&under, 14&under games will be officiated. 

 A double elimination format will be used; except for the championship game which is winner takes all. 

  A coin flip determines possession at the start of each game. 

 Games are half court.  Ball must be taken back behind the three point line at the top of the key after each change of possession.   

Failure to do so will result in loss of point if scored and possession of ball.  Discretion of court supervisor on loss of possession in the 

8&under and 10&under division.  Ball and two feet must be behind the arc. 

 Ball must be checked by member of opposite team before being put back into play following a dead ball situation. 

 All dead ball or out of bounds will be brought back to the top of the key to be checked before play is resumed. 

 Each team is allowed two 30 second time outs per game. This is the only time the 20 minute clock will stop. 

 Alternate possession will be used on jump balls. 

 Teams will supply their own warm up balls.  Game ball provided.  8& under will use Jr. Size ball and play on 8’6” hoop. 

 Game time is forfeit time.  If three member s of a team are not ready to play ten minutes following end of previous game a forfeit 

will be awarded.  Every effort will be made to keep games on time. 

 

Awards 
 Medals awarded to top two teams in each division. 

 All participants will receive a t-shirt. 

 

Schedules 
 Deadline for registration is Saturday August 28, 2010. 

 Registration is for the first 8 teams in each division up to 96 total teams.  If one division is not filled we will open up another division 

to more teams in pairs up to the limit of 96 total teams. 

 Teams will be notified of their game time before Thursday September 2nd. 

 Payment of $60 plus five dollars for each team member above three is due with registration.  Checks should be made to West 

Sioux Athletic Boosters.  Refunds will not be given after the final registration date of August 28, 2010. 

 

Inclement Weather 

 In case of rain all games will be moved to the West Sioux Elementary, Middle School and High School gyms.  8&under and 10&under 

will be at the elementary, 12&under and 14&under at the middle school, and 16&under and high school divisions at the high school.
